Introduction

Tlprint 4dL is a digital print option for W+D envelope inserting systems. Its print operation is an integrated part of the
envelope inserting process.

The Fiery XF driver generates print data. The actual job submission to the Tlprint controller is done by a workflow
application in front, which

e takes care about the inserts

e submits single page PDFs to Fiery XF hotfolder, including header and footer pages

e  submits a 34 character command to the Tlprint system
This document provides information on how to use Fiery XF for the W+D Tlprint 4dL system.

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Setting up the printer in Fiery XF
Set up the export path in Server Manager to generate the BMP files which you can load into the Tlprint System.

You can configure a network path (starting with “\\”). In this case you need to specify Username and Password.

The W+D Tlprint system accepts a set of BMP separation files, one for each ink.

The job submission protocol has special requirements for the file names. A correctly formatted separation file name
consists of four parts:

Part Requirement
Filename 12 characters (not less, not more)

Each character is one of [0123456789ABCDEFGHIJKLMNOPQRSTUVWXYZ]
Page suffix Header “ H”

Footer “ F”

Single page “” (empty, omitted)

Multipage “ ” followed by 4 digits page number. Example: “ 0001”

Separation suffix Oneof {“ C”“ M”“ Y” “K”} defining the color

File type suffix “bmp”

A correctly formed job consists of header, footer and
e Single page: One page without page suffix

e  Multipage: Pages with page suffix starting with “_0001”.

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Here are some pattern examples for the Naming field:

Naming Explanation

%job Only the original file name.
Use for production.

Filtering: Small letters are converted to uppercase. Other characters are accepted
according to the rules above.

The length of the file name is kept to the rules above, by truncating or filling
with “0”

The submitting application is responsible for the job naming. Longer original
file names lose their unigueness — output of other job may be overwritten.

XF%jobid_%count_%job | Decorated with prefix and counter or date
XF%date_%job Use when you create a profile.

The prefix distinguishes it from production jobs.
The job ID can be seen in job list.

%count or %date are helpful if you have to re-process the job.

Manual file name Use when you manually create custom files.

The driver uses the field and applies the filtering.

Use this only on job basis, especially for header and footer pages

The filtering can be activated by a checkmark (see below).
Header and footer page are not written.
Multipage input files processing:

e The driver generates page suffixes. “Split multipage PDF into single page jobs” is supported.
Please don’t use the page pattern “%p” for such jobs.

e Multipage processing is not optimized for production performance. The targeted production environment does
not submit such files.

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Creating calibration files and media profiles

This section provides information on specific settings that are necessary when creating a calibration file in Color Tools.
The calibration file defines the print conditions for the media profile. No special license is required to create a calibration
file. The Color Profiler option license is required to create custom media profiles.

Notes:

e Linearization and profiling jobs come from Color Tools and Color Profiler Suite, not from the production

system.

Set a naming pattern that avoids name conflicts, e.g. “XF%jobid_%count_%job”
Charts can be multipage.
The driver does not write header and footer.

The driver does NOT submit the 34 character command to the Tlprint system.

e The chart size is limited by the envelope size.

e You may need to move the chart.

e You may want to insert blank sheets into the envelopes for color consistency.
